Managers’ records:  Garner (58-73), Cooper (15-16).  Team leaders:  Lance Berkman (34 homers, 102 RBI, 95 runs scored); Carlos Lee (32 home runs, 119 
RBI, 190 base hits, 43 doubles); Roy Oswalt (14 wins, 154 K’s); and Wandy Rodriguez (nine wins, 158 strikeouts)…On June 28th, future Hall of Famer      
Craig Biggio joined the all-time greats with his 3,000th career hit--a seventh inning single at Minute Maid Park--against the Rockies’ Aaron Cook.  He is    
the 27th player in major league history to reach that plateau.  Biggio retired after the season…Houston ended the schedule 12 games behind NL Central 
champion, Chicago, who won the season series, 8-7.  Astros’ batters socked 167 home runs and hit for a .260 average.  The staff ERA was 4.68...Bench    
coach Cecil Cooper took over managerial duties, August 28th, a 7-0 loss to the Cardinals in Houston…Season attendance was 3.02 million.
