His 30 homers and 96 RBI     
led the team.  Salvatore Perez added 23 jacks and 80 RBI…Brady Singer’s eight wins topped the pitching staff.  Jordan Lyles finished an abysmal 6-17; Zack Greinke 2-15 in wins/losses.
